 KIDS KORNER RULES AND REGULATIONS 
 
1. Make your booth attractive and keep it clean and neat.  There will be a minimum charge of $100 if 

the Mid-Summer Festival has to clean up your space afterwards. 
 
2. This is a three (3) day festival.  Attendance is required for all three days.  Those not attending all 

three days may jeopardize their status for future consideration by the Mid-Summer Festival 
Committee. 

 
3. Set-up will be after 5 p.m. on Thursday, July 12th  and between 8 a.m. and 10 a.m. on Friday, July 

13th. Upon arrival please check in at the Kids Korner Information Tent for your exact location..  
(Location of the information tent to be determined.  You will be notified of the location prior to the 
festival.)  All vehicles must be off the street by 9:45 a.m. on Friday.  You will be notified of parking 
locations when you check in. 

 
4. Hours for Kids Korner will be 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. on Friday; 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. on Saturday, and from 

11 a.m. to 5 p.m. on Sunday.  You may stay open later if you desire. 
 
5. NO INSURANCE is provided by the Mid-Summer Festival.  The sponsors and the Mid-Summer 

Festival Committee are in no way liable for loss or damage to exhibits or for any injuries to 
exhibitors participating in the event. 

 
6. Port-a-johns will be provided near the exhibit area. 
 
7. Amplifying devices are limited to official use only. 
 
8. There will be security patrols provided after festival closing hours, but the Mid-Summer Festival 

Committee is in no way liable for any damages or losses. 
 
9. Please be aware that general festival rules do not allow pets, bottles, cans, bicycles, roller blades, or 

skateboards in the festival area. 
 
10. All booths must be dismantled on Sunday evening after the close of festival.  Any booths remaining 

on Monday morning will be assessed $100.
